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16 cane officers visit farmer’s field

Smcen cane officers of dif-
ferent sugar mills visited the
field of Shailendra Verma in
Tikra village (Biswan), who
bad obtained a lead in sugar-
cane production in UP by
producing 2,519 quintals of
sugarcane in one hectare area
(2013). The visit of the cane
officers was arranged under
the 21-day-long National
Training on Sugarcane
Management and
Development being organised
at the IISR here.

The training coordinator
and Senior Scientist at [ISR, Dr
A K Sah, said that the visit was
organised to make real-life
situations available to the cane
officers for learning the tech-
nhiues and methods of tech-
nology transfer so that after
completion of training the
empowered trainces may be
able to implement successful-
ly the example in their respec-
tive mill zone areas for sugar-
cane development and the
prosperity of farmers. In this

training 16 cane officers from
West Champaran, Bihar,
Kolhapur, Maharashtra, and
Uttar Pradesh are participating.

The Indian Institute of
Sugarcane Research and sugar
mills from Biswan are jointly
implementing the transfer of
technology project under
which sugarcane techniques i.e.
high-yielding varieties, water-
saving sugarcane techniques,
intercropping with sugarcane,
a ratoon management device,
healthy seed cane production
technijue, trench-and-ring
method of planting etc are
demonstrated at farmers' fields
in the mill zone areas. As a
result a farmer like Shailendra
Verma produced a record
2,519 quintals of cane in orie
hectare area, which was more
than three times the state aver-
age and led in sugarcane pro-
duction there in the year 2013.

Several other farmers of
the area like Abdul Bari, Abdul
Hadi, Aditya Nath and others
are also engaged in healthy
competition for a high cane
yield with the help of tech-
niques as demonstrated and

explained by the IISR scientists
and mill officials. The
Sugarcane Manager, Dr
Rambir Singh, said that the
mill was planning to form a
club of farmers producing 200
tonnes per hectare or more in
the mill zone and efforts would
be made to add as many farm-
ers to this club as possible. The
MD of the mill, Dr Anocop
Kumar, explained the model of
cane development and cane
marketing to the visiting cane
officers and discussed the
issues related to uninterrupted
supply of cane to the mills dur-
ing the crushing season. He
also appealed to the cane offi-
cers to work hard for the bet-
terment of farmers and sugar-
cane cultivation in their
respective mill zone areas.

“It was a pleasant surprise
for all the sugar mill officers to
see sugarcane of 10-12 feet
height and 1-2 kilogram in
weight in the farmer's field just
in the month of July
when the cFrand growth peri-
od started shortly and will
continue for the next two or
three months.
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
